Art.1 Date and Venue 

Friday,  05/09/2025   Arrival of our international guests, tournament U15, U7 and WU15         

Saturday,  06/09/2025:   international tournament U11,  

Sunday,   07/09/2025:   tournament U13, tournament U9 & Academy tournament U11 

 

The 33. « Jugend-Cup 2025 » will take place at the playgrounds of « Käerjenger Dribbel », 54 E, Route de 
Luxembourg in Bascharage. Dressing rooms and showers are available for each team. The organizer is not liable in 
the case of accidents, loss or theft of any items in the dressing rooms. 

Art.2 Conditions to participate 

In order to participate at the tournament, the player must be in possession of a valid Club licence, agreed by the 
Football Association of their country. 
Eligible players: 

- WU15  (born in 2011-2014) 
- U15  (born in 2011 and 2012) 
- U13  (born in 2013 and 2014) 
- U11  (born in 2015 and 2016) – International tournament 
- U9  (born in 2017 and 2018) 
- U7  (born in 2019 and 2020) 

 
Art.3 Number of players 
Teams will consist during games: 

- WU15  (8 a side, with. 1 Goalkeeper + 7 field players) 
- U15  (9 a side, with. 1 Goalkeeper + 8 field players) 
- U13  (9 a side, with. 1 Goalkeeper + 8 field players) 
- U11 (7 a side, with. 1 Goalkeeper + 6 field players) – International tournament 
- U9  (5 a side, 1 Goalkeeper + 4 field players) 
- U7  (3 a side, no Goalkeeper + 3 field players) 

 
The upper limit of the players allowed on the match sheet and to lign up for a game: 
 
- 16 players for WU15, U15 and U13 
- 14 players for U11 – International tournament (exception can be made in previous agreement) 
- 10 players for U9 and U7 
 
 
 
 



 

Art.4 Playing Area 
 

- WU15 half pitch, small goals, 5x2 m ( OFFSIDE HALF WAY LINE ) 
- U15 half pitch, small goals, 5x2 m ( OFFSIDE HALF WAY LINE ) 
- U13 half pitch, small goals, 5x2 m ( OFFSIDE HALF WAY LINE ) 
- U11 Half pitch, small goals, 5x2 m ( Grassroots Rules except: NO OFFSIDE) 
- U9  ¼  pitch, small goals, 5x2 m ( NO OFFSIDE ) 
- U7 ¼  pitch, mini goals ( NO OFFSIDE ) 

 
 
Art.5 Licences and match registration 
 
Prior to the commencing the tournament, a nominated delegate from each team will be required to register all 
players on the tournament registration form and submit this together with the licences at the official competition 
office.  
Any fraud regarding birthday is evaluated with the exclusion of the player and 0-3 defeat of his team. 
Each team is requested to be present on the respective field 5 minutes before the start of the match. 

Art.6 Tournament schedule 
 

The exact program will be sent to the clubs 7 days before beginning of the tournament.  
- WU15  (2 groups of 5 teams, classification games, final games) 
- U15  (2 groups of 5 teams, classification games, final games) 
- U13  (4 groups of 5 teams, classification games, final games) 
- U11  (8 groups of 7 teams, best 4 qualify for end games ( END-MODUS ) – International 

tournament 
- U9  (4 groups of 6 teams, classification games, final games) 
- U7  (2 groups of 4 teams) 

 
Art.7 Duration of the games  

- WU15  (1 x 12 minutes) 
- U15 (1 x 12 minutes) 
- U13  (1 x 10 minutes) 
- U11  (1 x 10 minutes) – International tournament 
- U9  (1 x 10 minutes) 
- U7  (1 x 10 minutes) 

 
Art.8 Balls  
 
The organizer does not provide balls for warm-up. 
The different games of the tournament are played with balls of the organizer, FIFA tested. 
 
 
 
 
 



 

Art.9 Kick off 
 
For every game in this tournament, the team named first in the program will kick off and start the game. A general 

final whistle of the competition office signalizes the end of game, but penalty or direct free kick will be executed, 

even after the general final whistle and the referee will finish the game directly after this execution. 

 

Art.10 Substitutions 
 
Substitutions are allowed, as often as required. Each substitution will take place from the half way line with the 
referee being informed a substitution will take place. The game will be interrupted for substitutions. 
 
 
Art.11 Rankings 
 

U11-Tournament: 
 
Best 4 Teams of each group qualify for the end-games by: 
 

Points: 
- Win (3 points) 
- Draw (1 points) 
- Loss (0 points) 

 
In case of equal points & placement at the end of the group games: 

1.  Goal difference  
2.  Number of goals scored 
3.  Result of the match (involved teams)  
4.  Number of won games 
5.  Penalty (3 shots per team) 
 
The 32 qualified teams will be classified for the END-MODUS from 1 – 32 by : 
 
1. Most points 
2. Goal difference 
3. Number of goal scored 
4. Number of won games 
5. Penalty ( 3 shots per team ) in case of equality 

 
All other tournament : 
 

Points: 
- Win (3 points) 
- Draw (1 points) 
- Loss (0 points) 

 



 

In case of equal points & placement at the end of the group games: 
1.  Goal difference  
2.  Number of goals scored 
3.  Result of the match (involved teams)  
4.  Number of won games

Art.12 Kits  
 

Each team shall be in possession of replacement jerseys in a different color. In the case of color uniformity, the 
team that is named first in the program does replace jerseys  
 
Art. 13 Disputes 
 

Only the official tournament director’s office is responsible for the final ranking. Any disagreement is dealt with by 
the official tournament office. 
 
Art. 14 Referees  
 
Official referees of the Luxembourg Football Federation (FLF) according to UEFA rules lead games of categories 
WU15, U15, U13 and U11. Licensed club administrators according to the UEFA rules book manage games of the 
categories U9 and Bambini U7. The refereeing decisions have to be respected. 
 
Art. 15 Discipline 
 

The yellow card is replaced by a time penalty of 3 minutes out for the affected player and cannot be replaced 

during these three minutes by another player, even in the event of an opponent’s goal. The red card is replaced by 
the suspension of the player for the remainder of the match. The referee must, after the end of the match, inform 

the management of the player’s exclusion and the tournament management takes the liberty (after consulting with 

the referee) to expel a player for the entire tournament in the event of behavior unsportsmanlike. 

 
Art. 16 Price ceremony 
 
The ceremony takes place about 15 minutes after the final game and is obligatory for every team taking part on the 
U11- international Tournament. After completing the final classification, each player will receive a gift from the 
organizer and a group picture will be taken on the stands together with the tournament-organization and 
sponsors.

Art.17. STADIUM REGULATIONS
